(hereinafter also referred to as “Agency” or also “AICS”)

This document must be signed and submitted together with the offer by the Economic Operator. Failure to submit this document duly signed and dated will result in automatic exclusion from the procedure.
PREAMBLE
-  TAKING INTO ACCOUNT the Italian Law of 6 November 2012 no. 190, art. 1, paragraph 17, containing “Provisions for the prevention and repression of corruption and illegality in the public administration”;
- CONSIDERING the Italian Legislative Decree of 8 June 2001 no. 231 containing “Discipline of the administrative liability of legal persons, companies and associations, including those without legal personality, pursuant to article 11 of law no. 300”;
- CONSIDERING the Italian Legislative Decree of 25 May 2016 no. 97 on the “Review and simplification of the provisions on the prevention of corruption, publicity and transparency, corrective of the Law of 6 November 2012, n. 190 and of the Italian Legislative Decree of 14 March 2013, no. 33, pursuant to article 7 of the Italian Law 7 August 2015, no. 124, on the reorganization of public administrations”;
- TAKING INTO ACCOUNT the Italian Legislative Decree of 18 April 2016, n. 50 “Code of public contracts” as amended;
- CONSIDERING the 2019 National Anti-Corruption Plan (P.N.A.) issued by the Italian Anti-Corruption Authority (ANAC) with Resolution no. 1064 of 13 November 2019;
- CONSIDERING the 2019-2021 Agency’s Three-Year Plan for the Prevention of Corruption and Transparency, adopted with the decision of the Director no. 83 of March 31, 2021;
- CONSIDERING the new AICS Code of Ethics and Behavior, which integrates the provisions of the Presidential Decree 16 April 2013, n. 62, adopted with the decision of the Director n. 311 of December 17, 2020.
THE FOLLOWING IS AGREED
ARTICLE 1
1. The Integrity Agreement Pact represents a preventive measure against corrupt practices, extortion or similar practices aimed at undermining the proper performance of administrative action in the context of public contracts entrusted by AICS.
2. The Integrity Agreement applies to any award procedure, regardless of the value of the contract
3. For the purposes of participating in the procedure and in the view of the possible awarding of the contract, the Economic Operator hereby declares (with validity for the entire duration of the contract) that:
· Has not pursued any conduct aimed at influencing the award procedure in whatever manner including the criteria of selection chosen by the Agency;
· Has not paid or promised to pay to anyone, directly or through third parties, including related or affiliated entities, sums of money or any other reward, advantage or benefit, to facilitate the award and/or management of the contract and undertakes not to pay or promise to pay any reward, advantage or benefit for the aforementioned purposes;
· for the purposes of applying Art. 53, para. 16-ter of the Italian Legislative Decree 30 March 2001, no. 165, in the past three years has not been signing any employment or self-employed contracts and, in any case, has not been assigning tasks to former employees of the Agency who exercised authoritative or negotiating powers on behalf of the Economic Operator;
· is aware that, should the situation referred to in the previous point be established, the contract will be considered void and the prohibition to contract with the Italian Administration for the following three years will apply (including the obligation to return any compensation received as consequence of the illegitimate award);
· at the present has never committed one of the crimes contemplated in the Italian Legislative Decree 8 June 2001 no. 231 and undertakes to immediately inform AICS in the event of involvement in one of the aforementioned offenses;
· is aware of the obligation to report to the Contracting Authority any irregularity or distortion during the award procedure or in the execution of the contract, by any interested party or employee or anyone who may influence the decisions relating to this tender;
· is aware of the obligation to report to the competent authorities any irregularities or distortions in relation to the present procedure.
· for the purposes of applying Art. 1 para. 9, lett. e) of the Italian law of 6 November 2012, no. 190, on behalf also of concerned shareholders:

· there are no relations of affiliation or affinity with the employees of the Agency;
or
· there are relationships of affiliation or affinity with the employees of the Agency, which, however, have not determined any advantage to facilitate the award of the contract and also undertakes to avoid that such relationships lead to any benefits in the execution phase of the contract;

· is not in any situations of control or connection (formal and/or substantial) with other tenderers and that he has not preventive agreed and will not agree with other participants in the tender;
· is aware of the obligation to observe and enforce the Three-Year Plan for the Prevention of Corruption and Transparency and the AICS Code of Ethics and Conduct, available on the institutional website, and, in any case, not to expose the Agency to the risk of application the sanctions provided for by the aforementioned Decree;
· is aware of the obligation to promptly inform all staff who make use of this Integrity Agreement and the obligations contained therein and to ensure that the commitments indicated above are observed by all collaborators and employees in the exercise of the tasks assigned to them;
· is aware of the obligation to make known, in case of the award of the contract and at the AICS’s request, all payments made and relating to the contract;
· is aware of the obligation to insert same integrity and anti-corruption clauses in any subcontracting contracts.
ARTICLE 2
1. With this Integrity Agreement, the Agency conforms its conduct to the principles of loyalty, correctness and transparency. The AICS informs all staff and collaborators, in any capacity employed in the entrustment procedure in the epigraph and in the execution phase of the contract, about the content of this Agreement, monitoring compliance.
2. In the event of reports of abnormal conduct by staff and/or collaborators, AICS undertakes to immediately activate an internal procedure for the actual assessment, communicating the results to the economic operator.
ARTICLE 3
1. The Economic Operator accepts, as of now, that in the event of non-compliance with the anti-corruption commitments undertaken with this Integrity Agreement, however ascertained by AICS, the following penalties will be applied:
a) exclusion of the bidder from the award procedure;
b) enforcement of the tender guarantee;
c) revocation of the award;
d) termination of the contract;
e) enforcement of the performance guarantee;
f) exclusion of the bidder from the award procedures announced by AICS for the following 3 (three) years.
ARTICLE 4
1. This Agreement and the related sanctions are applicable to the Economic Operator for the entire duration of the tender procedure and, if the latter is successful, until the complete execution of the contract. The Integrity Agreement will be annexed to the contract and constitute integral and substantial part.

ARTICLE 5
1. The content of the Integrity Agreement and the related applicable sanctions will remain in force until the complete execution of the contract. This Integrity Agreement must be referred to by the contract as an annex to constitute integral and substantial part.
ARTICLE 6
1. This Integrity Agreement must be signed at the bottom and on each page by: (a) the legal representative and any technical director of the Economic Operator; (b) or, in case of consortia or temporary groups, by the legal representative and technical director of the members of the consortia or temporary groups; (c) or, in case of availment or subcontracting (where applicable), by the legal representative and technical director of the affiliated company and the subcontractor.
2. This Integrity Agreement is submitted together with the offer and is attached to the contract signed with the successful Economic Operator. Failure to submit this Agreement duly signed will result in exclusion from the procedure, except for the preliminary investigation during the admission phase of the Economic Operator.
ARTICLE 7
Any dispute relating to the interpretation and execution of the Integrity Agreement between either AICS and the bidders or the bidders among themselves shall be addressed to the competent courts.
